FEES
Coursework tuition fees 
Graduate coursework courses are generally offered as full-fee-paying places 
with a limited few available with Commonwealth Supported Places (CSP). 
All tuition fees and course durations specified in this guide are in Australian 
dollars and apply only to courses studied at Australian campuses. The 
tuition fees quoted are for 48 credit points and are applicable to courses 
commencing in 2026. Tuition fees for courses commencing in 2027 will be 
different. Monash University reserves the right to adjust the annual tuition 
fees in future years of your course. Any adjustment will be applied on the first 
day of January each year for teaching periods with a census date thereafter.

Eligible fee-paying students may use a FEE-HELP loan to pay for all or part of 
their tuition fees.

Commonwealth Supported Place (CSP)
Students in a Commonwealth supported place (CSP) receive support from the 
Australian Government. This is in the form of subsidised course fees, called 
the Student Contribution Amount (SCA). Each unit of study is classified into a 
student contribution funding cluster depending on the study area of the unit 
(this may be different from the study area of your course). The amount you pay 
for your unit of study is usually the maximum allowed by the government for 
that cluster.
