Being awarded a Blue follows a lengthy nomination and assessment 
process. In 1963, a Committee was established by the Monash Sport and 
Recreation Association, where a term of reference, criteria and guiding 
principles were put into place. This committee is made up of 5-6 previous 
Blues recipients alongside 2 Monash University staff members. While over 
time guidelines have evolved and members have changed, the prestige 
and significance of this Award still remains.

Meeting annually, the Blues Committee is assisted by the Blues Advisory 
Group to validate nominations received against the awarding critieria.
