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The application process for all Italian visa types requires an in-person appointment at the Italian Consulate. 

Waiting times for visa appointments at Italian consulates worldwide can be long. Currently, Schengen visa appointments in Melbourne are fully booked at least six months in advance. 

Anyone planning to travel to Prato, Italy, who requires a visa, should arrange their appointment as soon as possible. 

Please note the following:
 
· Applicants can only apply for a Schengen visa in the state where they legally reside.
 
· Applicants are required to present confirmed bookings for all accommodation and transportation used in the Schengen Zone at their in-person appointment. Therefore, they must finalise their itinerary with a detailed travel plan (including personal travel) and prepaid return tickets for their entire stay in the Schengen Zone before they meet with the Italian Consulate. 

NOTE: Applicants do not need to supply this information when booking their appointment. 

This system has been in place for at least the past year and continues to present challenges for academics and students who need to travel for conferences. It is essential to let people know about the long queues and delays in getting a visa to enter Italy, and the need to apply much earlier than before, noting that there is no alternative pathway for applicants to obtain an Italian visa at this time.
