· Any data provided to you is on the condition that the Victorian State Trauma Registry (VSTR) is acknowledged as the source of the data.  The suggested citation is: The Victorian State Trauma Registry (VSTR) is a Department of Health, State Government of Victoria and Transport Accident Commission funded project.  The Victorian State Trauma Outcomes Registry and Monitoring (VSTORM) group is thanked for the provision of VSTR data. 

· Where the interpretation of VSTR data is central to the data request, it is expected that at least one member of the VSTORM team is named as a co-author on any publication arising from use of data from this project.  The actual VSTORM contributor/s to be named would depend on the actual input to the particular data exercise.

· The VSTR data capture rate applicable to the period/s of VSTR data provided to you must be quoted with any published data.  This information will be provided to you with your completed data request.

· VSTORM would appreciate it if you could provide us (to address below) with a copy of any document, manuscript or presentation in which VSTR data has been included.  VSTORM maintains a record of all requests for VSTR data and its subsequent use as a means of monitoring its use by those interested in trauma data.
