Total credit points: 204 points 
Overload: Students are required to overload by 12 points in year 2 to complete the course in 4 years. 
First-year requirement: National Literacy and Numeracy Test for Initial Teacher Education Students (see Handbook for details) 
 
Themes 
1. Education studies: eleven units/66 points 
 
2. Curriculum studies: seven units/42 points 

• Students complete two pairs of Secondary method units in music:   
• EDF5165 and EDF5166 
• EDF5167 and EDF5168 

 
3. Discipline studies: sixteen units/96 points 

• Students complete the requirements of the Bachelor of Music for their discipline studies in one of the following specialisations: 
• Music Performance 
• Composition and Music Technology 
• Popular Music 

• Students must complete the specified six units for one of the above specialisations. To avoid exceeding the standard course duration students must enrol in the 
music specialist study 1 and 2 units in their first year of study, then progress to the music specialist study 3 to 6 units in the following years. Students must pass each 
unit sequentially. 

 
4. Professional experience: six professional experience units/80 days of satisfactory teaching practice.  

• Students must complete professional experience orientation provided by the faculty prior to undertaking any professional experience.
